Xntrix Flying Club Rules and Dunnottar Site Regulations

1. Membership is open to licensed pilots and their families. Pilots belonging to the same family/living at the same physical address are members under one club membership, i.e. only one annual membership fee is payable for the family.

2. Flying members and visiting pilots must have valid SAHPA licenses.

3. Daily site fees must be paid by visiting pilots and winch operators. Regular pilots are expected to become members.
4. Visiting winch operators must become club members after using the site 3 times within a relatively short period.

5. All instructors, assistant instructors and school assistants using the Winch Park for training (basic or advanced) must be club members, even if working in conjunction with a resident school.

6. Students of any of the schools active at the Dunnottar Winch Park automatically become temporary members of the Club.

7. Only licensed pilots may go cross country.

8. There is a 700m ceiling above ground level (AGL) at Dunnottar, stretching to the perimeter of the TMA (controlled air space) (see air space maps and/or limitations below). All varios (Alt2) must be zeroed before take off.

9. All licensed pilots must fly with an instrument that records height. Students are allowed to fly without this instrument with the understanding that the instructors will control the student and prevent violation of the controlled air space.

10. Anyone accused of transgressing the ceiling must have proof of NOT violating the rule, i.e. the pilot must have an instrument that records height. Pilots will be able to present their case at a hearing. Those who cannot provide proof of height flown will be punished as follows, or as the Observer Committee determines:
a) 1st violation – grounding from Dunnottar for 3 months

b) 2nd violation – grounding from Dunnottar for 6 months

c) 3rd violation – grounding from Dunnottar for life, plus forwarding details to SAHPA.

11. Pilots who approach ceiling must take avoiding action such as pulling Big Ears and using speedbar plus flying straight in an effort to get away from the lift area, or using B-line stall or spirals, i.e. the pilot must be observed to be attempting to get out of the lift area. Turning while having Big Ears will be deemed as thermalling. It is best to fly crosswind and away from clouds to get out of the thermal.

12. Pilots flying cross country should preferably have their own radio and vario, and take a cellphone along. It is highly recommended that a gps is used to make retrieve easier.

13. Please familiarise yourself with the air space maps of the area. Ceiling lifts to 1700m AGL outside the TMA towards the East, South and South-west. Distance limitations of ceiling under TMA:

· Past Balfour to the South-East – approx  42km from winch park

· To Leslie/Leandra to the East – approx 45km from winch park

· Past Delmas to the East – approx 32+km past Delmas (not lifting for a long way past Delmas)

· To the Vaaldam to the South West – approx 59km from winch park

· Past Pretoria-East to the North – no relief from the ceiling until way past Pretoria

· Stop at the Ergo Slimes Dam to the North West where the CTR/CTZ for Jhb International airport starts – approx 18km from winch park (Carnival City is approx 2km inside the CTZ and out of bounds)

· Over the townships West of Dunnottar town (not advisable to land there) – approx 20km from winch park

14. Avoid driving past the farmer’s house while retrieving other pilots.

15. Do not leave litter – please take home even if not your own.

16. Drive carefully on the field – beware of pilots, children and animals.

17. Watch out for winching vehicles and their lines – stay upwind of them. Pull off the road when they approach. A winch vehicle has right of way over other cars.

18. Pilots should not release the tow line over the military base or vehicles and people, or upwind of these areas, as it will cause the line to be blown towards them. It is a very time-consuming exercise to get a line out of the military base area.

19. Smoking is prohibited on the grass during the dry (winter) months. All smoking has to take place away from grass and mealie/maize/cultivated fields on open areas such as dirt roads or tarred blocks, or outside of the Winch Park. Cigarette butts must be properly extinguished.

20. Open fires are prohibited. Only gas braais or similar set up on non-grassed areas (dirt roads or tarred blocks) are allowed on the field.

21. Meetings take place the 2nd Monday of every month at a venue decided by the Committee.
