BEACH HOTEL WILDERNESS. 

Hi Guys, 

After lengthy consultation with the relevant role players, the following site rule changes to the Wilderness Beach Hotel have been provisionally implemented. 

I'm sure most of you are aware of the construction (Hotel) that has taken place just to the east of take-off. (See attachment) This has resulted in a re-look at the safety aspects of the site especially in terms of top landings. Consequently the following site rule amendments are now in place. 

*      A 100 flight minimum limitation for BASIC licensed pilots. (No basic pilot to fly the site with fewer than 
100 flights) 

*      No students may fly the site. (instructors to note) 

*      5 sign offs required** from either a local instructor or a Skywings safety observer for all new/visiting BASIC licensed pilots wishing to fly the site. 

**Note ~ All pilots will be required to show proof of license and flight log if requested before flying the site. 

In addition the following advisory is attached. 

*      Top landings in wind speeds of >25 km/h is not recommended and cautioned against. 

*      Top landings when the wind is out of the South East (SE) is not recommended and cautioned against. 

These amendments were not taken lightly and have been thought through 
with pilot safety foremost in mind. This said it would be most certainly 
viewed as negligent for us not to "adjust" the site rules accordingly. 

Some promising news though is that negotiations are currently underway with the Beach Hotel management to allow take off and landings on the Western side of the hotel. This will certainly make life a bit easier for all of us should permission be obtained. Remember guys there is always an alternative site to fly if in doubt, Kleinkranz is close by 
and certainly presents less risk in strong conditions.
